PARADE RULES AND INSTRUCTIONS

FLOAT SAFETY

The size of your float should be within the legal road limit and no wider than the width of one travel lane of
the street. The float should be part of or attached to a vehicle that can pull the float the full length of the parade
route. If the vehicle is decorated, be sure the windshield and side windows are completely unobstructed. The
driver must have a clear, unobstructed vision at all times. If the vehicle that is pulling or is attached to the
float begins to experience mechanical problems, please pull over to the nearest parking lot so that the rest of
the parade may continue.

Floats with children on them must have RESPONSIBLE ADULTS nearby to supervise the children for safety
reasons. It is strongly recommended that designated adults walk alongside the float while the parade is in
progress.

No candy or other objects are to be thrown from the floats. Walkers alongside of the floats are permitted

to hand out candy to the parade watchers.

No water guns of any kind and no silly string allowed. Violation of these rules may result your
organization’s float not being allowed to participate the following year.

No paper flyers of any kind may be handed out during the parade.
